· Review of Previous Meeting Minutes

Previous meeting minutes were accepted with minor typo changes as noted and an addition of Derek Leffert to attendees list.

· Treasurer’s Report (Derek)
· Derek handed out a treasurer’s report (see attached) including a list of corporate sponsorship deposits and pending deposits.  Balance is currently $795.00.   Derek also distributed a list of website sponsors showing the status of their sponsorship (see attached).

· Regional Meetings Updates
· One regional meeting was held in Springfield to discuss Safe Digging Month.

· CGA Regional Partners Update (Ron)

· Regional Partners committee is planning to be more active.  CGA does not want to dictate what the regional partners do.  The committee plans to reach out to other organizations/associations to collaborate with them on public awareness efforts. 

· CGA currently has a lack of organization and are lacking a path forward. 
· CGA Expo/Conference was held on 3/8-3/10/11 – Attendance was up 25% this year.  It was considered a success.  Several tracks were offered for excavators, utilities, and one-call centers.  
· Legislation Update (State & Federal) (Derek/Dale)
· Derek - HB 678 was filed.  It has moved out of committee as a consent bill.  This legislation will extend MODOT’s participation in One-call for an additional 3 years.  It will also remove the requirement for excavators to supply information regarding whether they are digging on right-of-way when requesting a locate.  There is a minor hang-up with the consent status of the bill due to an oversight in how the bill was handled.  This will hopefully not cause any problem as the bill moves forward.
· Dale – no updates on damage prevention legislation

· PSC Grant Request (Derek) 
We submitted our request of $32,000 in Sept 2010.  25 total applications were submitted.  PHMSA has been dragging their feet on the award of those grants.
· Web Site Update (Derek)
Website is ready to go other than the new MCGA logo and sponsorship logos.  Feature article regarding safe-digging month will be developed for the website rollout.  Mark Bullock will work on getting the logos incorporated into the website so we can switch over to the new site.  Derek will work on a plan to drive traffic to the site through members’ and other partner organizations’ sites/publications.

Fall 2011 Excavation Summit (Derek) 
Tentative dates – 1st week of November (before deer season)

Planning efforts need to move forward on all plans that don’t require a monetary commitment because we have to meet certain deliverables due to the constraints of the possible grant funding.  We continue to wait on approval of the grant funds.  A number of educational sessions have been established.  Planning committees have also been established.  Derek passed out a volunteer roster, committee assignments, and education session instructors sheet (see attached).  It is asked that all members work on solicitation of corporate sponsorship for the expo as well as the suggestions for educational session instructors.  The level of sponsorship required will be determined once grant funding is confirmed.  Derek will send all committee members a copy of the committee assignments and establish a conference call number that can be used by the various committees.  Once completed, each committee should commence with planning activities.
